For youth observations, this list can be used as a guide for what we would like to see in the videos:

· The dog ‘hanging out’ while children are playing (not interacting with dog)

· The dog settled next to the children while they do something quiet, like watching TV/reading

· The child petting and gently hugging the dog around the shoulder area 

· The children playing with the dog more actively (tug or low-key retrieve games)

· The dog following basic cues given by a child (foundation positions, stay, etc.) off-leash and being given food rewards 

· The dog being groomed and fed a meal by the child

· The dog in the yard with children. Start with dog on leash to observe tendencies in this environment. Progress to using long/drag line and practice recall command, using food reward for successful return. If dog demonstrates good recall, progress to off leash time in a fenced yard.

· A short clip of a neighborhood walk in a Gentle Leader with a child handling, double leashed with adult for safety. Child can independently walk dog in the home or yard, if appropriate and comfortable.
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
